Pursuant to the “Administrative Procedure Amendment Act of 2000” D.C. LAW 13-249 (48
DCR 3491 April 20, 2001), the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) is required to
give a written notice of our intent (NOI) to modify traffic and/or parking requirements. This
letter is being forwarded to you for the purpose of notification and solicitation of comments on
our intent to implement the following in your jurisdiction:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
DDOT intends to expand the existing No Parking zone in front of 4400 Jennifer Street NW to
accommodate new commercial tenants and anticipated passenger loading and order retrieval.

DETAILED PROPOSED ACTIONS

DDOT has received feedback that the ground floor of 4400 Jennifer Street NW will soon be
occupied by two new restaurants. The restaurants are expected to generate an increase of pick
up/drop off activity of delivery orders and passengers.

To accommodate the anticipated increase in activity, DDOT intends to expand the existing 40ft

No Parking zone at the entrance to 4400 Jennifer St. NW, to 60ft to provide additional space that
ensures safe traffic flow and use of the curb.
