Dear Chairperson Clem,

Pursuant to the “Administrative Procedure Amendment Act of 2000” D.C. LAW 13-249 (48
DCR 3491 April 20, 2001), the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) is required to
give a written notice of our intent (NOI) to modify traffic and/or parking requirements. This
letter is being forwarded to you for the purpose of notification and solicitation of comments on
our intent to implement the following in your jurisdiction:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
DDOT intends to relocate the commercial loading zone on 1801 Columbia Rd NW to 1812
Adams Mill Rd NW to meet parking setback guidelines per the DCMR.

DETAILED PROPOSED ACTIONS

Per DCMR standards, parking is to be setback 25ft from crosswalks. The existing commercial
loading zone at 1801 Columbia Rd NW did not meet those standards, and was located within
25ft of the crosswalk, often resulting in trucks and cars loading and parked there. To remedy
this, DDOT intends to convert the existing loading zone to a “No Parking’ zone and relocate the
loading zone nearby to Adams Mill Road.

The three existing metered parking spaces in front of 1812 Adams Mill Road will be converted

to a commercial loading zone in operation from 9am — 4pm Mon — Friday, with a 2- hour limit.
The remaining time outside of the loading zone hours will be metered parking.
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All comments on this subject matter must be filed in writing by July 29, 2022 (thirty
business days after the date of this notice), with the District Department of Transportation,
Transportation Operations Administration, 250 M Street, S.E. Washington, D.C. 20003. If you
would like to check the status of this Notice of Intent (NOI), please visit DDOT’s website
at https://ddot.dc.gov/service/ddot-notice-intent.
