Re: New Bus Zone Creation
Chairpersons,

Pursuant to the “Administrative Procedure Amendment Act of 2000” D.C. LAW 13-249 (48
DCR 3491 April 20, 2001), the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) is required to
give a written notice of our intent (NOI) to modify traffic and/or parking requirements. This
letter is being forwarded to you for the purpose of notification and solicitation of comments on
our intent to implement the following in your jurisdiction:

e Conversion of hourly metered parking and commercial loading zone to Metrobus Zone

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

DDOT will change the curbside designation of the 1000 block of 15th Street NW in the
northbound direction and the 1500 block of M Street NW in the westbound direction to create a
new WMATA Metrobus Zone. This change will remove a PUDO zone, relocate a commercial
loading zone, and remove four (4) metered parking spaces on 15" Street NW. On M Street NW
this change will remove four (4) metered parking spaces. These changes will be implemented
with Emergency No Parking Signs (ENP) during the comment period to ensure safe transit
access.

DETAIL OF PROPOSED ACTIONS

In May 2022 WMATA identified a safety hazard affecting their ability to safely operate bus
service at the intersection of K Street NW and 16" Street NW. All traffic was turning right from
the main travel lane due to a temporary closure of the K Street NW service lane associated with
the construction of BLM Plaza. This temporary closure could no longer be maintained, and
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general traffic has resumed turning right from the K Street NW service lane. Buses cannot safely
maneuver in the service lane to make this right turn. Simultaneous turns from the main travel
lane and service lane are in conflict and present the potential for a crash. Due to this safety
concern at the intersection of K Street NW and 16" Street NW, WMATA is no longer able to
operate northbound S2/S9 buses on 16 Street NW between K Street NW and M Street NW.
Southbound service for the S2/S9 route will continue to use 16™ Street NW with no stop
modifications. To maintain bus service in the downtown area S2/S9 buses have been rerouted to
15" Street NW in the northbound direct between K Street NW and M Street NW. See the map
below for a depiction of the route changes. Additional information about the changes can be
found on WMATA’s website at https://www.wmata.com/detour-16th-bus-stop-safety.cfm. This
routing changes has also temporarily shut down three (3) northbound transit stops in the affected
area.

To maintain accessible transit service for the new northbound S2/S9 route (as indicated in red),
DDOT is installing two new bus zones. DDOT will change the curbside designation of the 1000
block of 15th Street NW in the northbound direction and the 1500 block of M Street NW in the
westbound direction to create a new WMATA Metrobus Zone. This change will remove a
PUDO zone, remove four (4) metered parking spaces, and relocate a commercial loading zone on
15" Street NW. On M Street NW this change will remove four (4) metered parking spaces.
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DDOT will convert the space previously occupied by a bus stop on 16" Street NW at M Street
NW into three (3) metered parking spaces. Figure 5 shows the area that will be converted to
metered parking.
