Re: Curbside Changes to the 1000 Block of 31st St NW to Accommodate Deliveries and 

Traffic Flow 

  

Dear Chairperson Murphy,  

  

Pursuant to the “Administrative Procedure Amendment Act of 2000” D.C. LAW 13-249 (48 

DCR 3491 April 20, 2001), the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) is required to 

give a written notice of our intent (NOI) to modify traffic and/or parking requirements. This 

letter is being forwarded to you for the purpose of notification and solicitation of comments on 

our intent to implement the following in your jurisdiction:    

  

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  

To accommodate deliveries and improve traffic flow in the 1000 block of 31st Street NW, DDOT 

intends to install a Commercial Vehicle Loading Zone on the east side of 31st Street, south of M 

Street. 

 

DETAILED PROPOSED ACTIONS  

DDOT has received feedback from the Georgetown BID and ANC 2E that the 1000 block of 31st 

Street NW has challenges with curbside management and traffic operations. Based on observations 

from site visits and street imagery, DDOT has determined trucks frequently block traffic by 

loading on the west side of the block directly south of M Street. The area is currently signed for 

No Parking, which is incorrect programming for this section of curb because it is a travel lane. 

 

To remedy this, DDOT proposes the following: 

• The west side of the street between M Street and Blues Alley will become “No Standing, 

No Parking Anytime” to prohibit any vehicles from loading there.  

• The east side of the street between M Street and Blues Alley will be converted from 2/3.5-

hour metered parking to a ~65 ft. Commercial Vehicle Loading Zone from 7am – 6:30pm, 

Mon – Fri, with a 2-hour limit to provide commercial vehicles with space to load.
