Re: Reduction of speed limit on Nebraska Avenue NW between Macomb Street NW and
Military Road NW.

Dear Chairperson Bender, Bradley-Lewis, David, and Duncan:

Pursuant to the "Administrative Procedure Amendment Act of 2000" D.C. LAW 13-249 (48 DCR
3491 April 20, 2001), the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) is required to give a
written notice of our intent (NOI) to modify traffic and/or parking requirements. This letter is
being forwarded to you for the purpose of notification and solicitation of comments on our
intent to implement the following modifications in your jurisdiction.

e Reduction of speed limit from 30 mph to 25 mph on Nebraska Avenue NW between
Macomb Street NW and Military Road NW.

DDOT intends to reduce the posted speed limit on Nebraska Avenue NW in accordance with the

DCMR and in support of Washington DC’s commitment to the Vision Zero goal. DDOT
determined that the speed limit on this segment of Nebraska Avenue NW should be reduced
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based on federal guidelines and an analysis of traffic volumes, traffic speed data, crash history,
and roadway context.

Figure 1 shows the location and extent of the proposed speed limit changes.

All comments on this subject matter must be filed in writing by Wednesday, March 13, 2024,
(thirty days after the date of this notice), with the District Department of Transportation
(DDQT), Project Delivery Administration at 250 M Street, SE, Washington, D.C. 20003. DDOT will
review and evaluate comments and anticipates initiating implementation of the above-
mentioned modifications starting at the end of the thirty business days, pending weather
conditions.
